Did you ever buy, use
Pegasus? SC asks govt

New Delhi, August 16

THE SUPREME COURT on
Monday asked the Centre if it
wanted to bring on record
whether Pegasus spyware was
used or not, to intercept phone
of journalists, politicians, ac-
tivists and court staff.

Solicitor General Tushar
Mehta expressed reluctance to
reply citing the larger implica-
tions of the case concerning na-
tional security.The Bench,led by
Chief Justice NV Ramana, ad-
journed the hearing on a batch
of petitions seeking a probe into
the snooping allegations till
Tuesday.

However, the apex court
made it clear that it cannot
compel the government to file
anaffidavitifitisreluctanttodo
so.“If you (government) have a
change of mind, let us know to-
morrow.If Mehta maydecide to
file an affidavit, then we have
nothing to say, else we will hear
all of you,”the CJI said.

Earlier in the day, the Centre
“unequivocally” denied all alle-
gations, saying they are based
on conjecture, media reports

and uncorroborated or incom-
plete material.In an affidavit
filed by the Union Ministry for
Electronics and Information
Technology, it said the questions
raised by the petitioners haveal-
ready been answered in Parlia-
ment.

But“to dispel anywrong nar-
rative spread by vested interests
and with an object of examining
the issues raised, we will consti-
tute a committee of experts in
the field which will go in to all
aspects of the issue”, it said.

The courtalso asked howthe
technical committee will check
what authorisations have been
given by the government,and if
it will be able to examine con-
tracts and information on the
procurement and use of the
software, if at all it has been
bought by the government.

Senior advocate Kapil Sibal,
appearing forjournalists N Ram
and Sashi Kumar, said the affi-
davit filed by the Centre does
not say whether the govern-
ment or its agencies had used
the spyware. He also expressed
dissatisfaction over the govern-
ment forming its own commit-
tee to probe allegations against
it. “We do not want the govern-
ment, which might have used
Pegasus or its agency might
have used it,to set upa commit-
tee on its own,”he said.

The SCwas hearing as many
as 10 petitions, including one
filed by the Editors Guild of In-
dia, seeking an independent
probeintothealleged snooping
by government agencies on em-
inent citizens, politicians and
scribes by using Israeli cyber in-
telligence firm NSO’s spyware
Pegasus. Other petitioners in-
clude Rajya Sabha member John
Brittasand social activist
Jagdeep Chhokar.

Aninternational media con-
sortium had reported that more
than 300 verified Indian mobile
phone numberswere on the list
of potential targets for surveil -
lance using Pegasus.

NTPC threatens to cut power supply to Uttar Pradesh

New Delhi, August 16

WITH TOTAL OUTSTANDING
dues of the Uttar Pradesh Power
Corporation (UPPCL) soaring to
more than 10,500 crore,state-
owned power generation com-
pany NTPC has threatened to
cut supplies to the distribution
company from Friday if the bills
are not cleared soon.

The UPPCL’s cumulative
dues, pending for more than 60
days, currently stand at ¥1,160
crore. If immediate arrange-
ments are not made, the state
could lose 5,512 megawatt of
power supply from several
NTPC power plants, including
Dadri, Kahalgaon, Farakka, Ri-
hand and Singrauli.

As per the regulation notice

power source.

sent to UPPCL by the NTPC on
August 12, the dues have been
pending in spite of “repeated
follow-ups at various levels in
person as well as through let-
ters”. The state’s “overdues” —
pending receivables of around
60 days or more — to all power
generators from which it
sources electricity were at
31,689 crore at the end of June.
